Overall application

50 ¢/ha Crop Guard® in at least 350
f/ha water

or

25 t/ha Crop Guard® in at least 350
f/ha water at plant followed by an
additional 25 f/ha Crop Guard® in
350 {/ha water 4 weeks after plant

Follow up application:

25 {/ha Crop Guard® in at least 350
f/ha water every 4 weeks
throughout the season

Overall application

e Apply to a well-prepared, fine seedbed
immediately before first irrigation.

e Incorporate Crop Guard® into the top 10 cm
of soil.

e In fields with a history of excessively high
peanut pod nematode infestation or where
poor grade kernel were harvested repeatedly
for reasons other than black pod rot infection,
an application of Crop Guard® or other
registered pre plant nematicides can be
followed by a supplementary application of
Crop Guard® every 4 weeks.

e In high nematode infested areas, the higher
dosage rate of 50f/ha Crop Guard® must be
used.

Medium and low nematode infestation:

On fields with a history of high nematode

infestations:

e Fumigate the field initially with a registered
soil fumigant and then follow with a
supplementary application of Crop Guard® at
the rate indicated.

Re-infestation:

e If re-infestation of nematodes is experienced
during the season a supplementary soil
application of Crop Guard® can be applied at
the rate indicated.

Planting may commence directly following
product application but preferably within three
days after product application.

Irrigate within 24 hours after application with
at least 10 mm of water to ensure proper
incorporation.

Apply Crop Guard® to a well-prepared field
irrigated to field capacity with at least 10 mm
of water

or
Incorporate the Crop Guard® into the soil to a
depth of 10 cm using an appropriate
implement.

Initial application:

7.5 ml/m®> Crop Guard® in 143
ml/m?® water (150ml/m2 total
volume)

75 {/ha Crop Guard® in 1425 t/ha
water (1500 {/ha mixture)

Maintenance application:

2.5 mi/ha Crop Guard® in 50 mt/ha
water (52.5 m¢/m? mixture)

25 t/ha Crop Guard® in 475 f/ha
water (500 ¢/ha mixture)

Initial application at the start of the season or
at high nematode pressure.

Apply the mixture as a full cover coarse spray
on actively growing turf irrigated to field
capacity.

Maintenance applications at 4 week intervals
if necessary.

Apply the mixture as a full cover coarse spray
on turf irrigated to field capacity.

Irrigate with 10 mm of water within 15 minutes
after application.

Notes:

The area to be treated must be accurately
determined and the dosage rate calculated
based on this area.

The shoot length must be less than 20 mm.




e Application must be undertaken during a cool
period of the day preferably in the early
morning.

e Sandy soils should be irrigated with 5 mm of
water within 15 minutes after application.

e Under high infestation revert to the 75 f/ha
dosage rate.

e For severly stressed turf only use the
maintenance rate

25 {/ha Crop Guard® in at least 350

Follow-up application:

e Apply to a well-prepared field irrigated to field
capacity.
Incorporate mechanically to a depth of 10 cm.
Irrigate with 10 mm of water directly after
application.

e Plant into the treated seedbed within 24 hours
of application.

Centre pivot application

¢ Plantinto a well-prepared seedbed.

e Apply through the pivot irrigation system with
the first irrigation after plant within at least 24
hours.

e Irrigate with a minimum of 10 mm water within
at least 24 hours.

e Ensure even coverage through the pivot
irrigation system.

e Seal orincorporate to a depth of 20 cm

week intervals anytime during the season in
instances of high nematode pressure.

e High moisture content of the soil is important




for good efficacy under rainfed conditions.

Sow into the treated seedbed within 24 hours
of application.

Centre pivot application

Plant into a well-prepared seedbed.

Apply through the pivot irrigation system with
the first irrigation after plant in a minimum of
10 mm of water.

Ensure even coverage through the pivot
irrigation system.




Notes:

e On fields with a history of excessively high
nematode populations the soil should
initially be fumigated with a registered soil
sterilant and then followed with
supplementary applications of Crop
Guard®.

e For season length protection follow-up
applications of 25 {/ha at 2-3 week intervals
are recommended. Should there be high
nematode pressure, the field has a history of
high nematode infestation or the field contains
some plant material (roots) from the previous
season the 2 week interval should be used.

e Incorporate to a depth of 10 cm immediately
after application and then irrigate with a
minimum of 5 mm of water.

e Sow into the treated seedbed within 48 hours
of application.

Centre pivot application

e Plantinto a well prepared a fine seedbed.

e Apply through the pivot irrigation system 48
hours before planting in a minimum of 10 mm
of water.

e Ensure even coverage through the pivot
irrigation system.

Notes:

e Field must be irrigated to field capacity
before application of the product.

Citrus

Plant parasitic nematodes

1 application of 7.5ml/m?followed
by 2 applications of 2.5ml/m?at 2 to
3 week intervals

Drip/Micro-jet application

e Make up a 10% solution with water, prior to
application of product

e Apply to a field irrigated to at least 70% field
capacity.

e Follow the applications immediately with a
minimum of 10 mm of water.

Area to be treated (number of m?)

e Treat the tree basin, under the tree canopy for
an overall surface spray or the area covered
by the drip or micro-irrigation system if applied
through these.




Notes:

Applications must be undertaken during the
spring and autumn root flush periods

In instances of high nematode infestation, use
an alternative nematicide and follow up with
Crop Guard.

Apply through the pivot irrigation system 48
hours before planting in a minimum of 10 mm
of water.

Ensure even coverage through the pivot
irrigation system.

Notes:

Field must be irrigated to field capacity before
application of the product. For season length
protection follow-up applications of 25 f/ha at
2 week intervals are recommended. Should
there be high nematode pressure, or where
the field has a history of high nematode
infestation or the field contains some plant
material (roots) from the previous season the
2 week interval should be used.

In instances of high nematode infestation, the
field should be fumigated prior to application
of product.
